I recommend the following books for consideration in learning more in each of the categories of worldview thinking.  I generally look for books that are cited by at least 2-3 other authors.  Most of these fall in that category.  Enjoy.
Worldviews in general
The Universe Next Door:  A Basic Worldview Catalog, by James Sire (This is widely cited, and an excellent summary of major Western worldviews.)

Understanding the Times:  The Collision of Today’s Competing Worldviews, by David Noebel of Summit Ministries (Analyzes six major worldviews according to 10 disciplines by one of the Christian leaders in worldview analysis.)

Total Truth:  Liberating Christianity from Its Cultural Captivity, by Nancy Pearcey (This is a great introduction to the need for worldview thinking and to Francis Schaeffer’s thought.)

Worldview:  The History of a Concept, by David Naugle (This traces the history of worldview thinking without delving much into specific worldviews.)

Naming the Elephant, by James Sire (This recent and short book was inspired I think by Naugle’s book and dives deeply into the definition of worldview and the diagnostic questions.)
Apologetics

Christian Apologetics, By Norman Geisler (This is hard reading, but is a classic book on apologetics and has great discussion of Deism and other isms.)

Scaling the Secular City, by J.P. Moreland (This is hard reading, but a recent and widely cited book on Christian apologetics.  J.P. is an awesome thinker and one of my new heroes!!)

Always Ready:  Directions for Defending the Faith, by Greg Bahnsen (Bahnsen was the man atheists most feared to debate before his untimely death in 1995.  His writings are humbling and show how we must exalt the Bible over our flawed reasoning ability.  I love Bahnsen.)
Christian Worldview
The Christian View of God and the World, by James Orr (Published in 1890, Orr was the first to address Christianity from a worldview perspective.  This widely cited book is hard to find.  I sleep with mine under my pillow.  Don’t ask.)
Lectures on Calvinism, by Abraham Kuyper (Lectures presented at Princeton in 1898, along with Orr’s book, this is widely cited as one of the first presentations of Christianity from a total lifestyle or worldview perspective).

Building a Christian Worldview, by Andrew Hoffecker (Joyce Lonsdale recommended this to me and I like it because it traces worldview back to the time of the Greeks.  There really is nothing new under the sun, not even in worldviews.)

How Now Should We Live, by Chuck Colson and Nancy Pearcey (This is an outstanding and thorough presentation of the Christian worldview that is long, but easy to read.)

True Spirituality, by Francis Schaeffer (Actually anything by Francis Schaeffer is excellent, but this one addresses how to live out a Christian worldview on a daily basis.)
Culture & Technology
All God’s children and Blue Suede Shoes, by Kenneth Myers (This widely cited book addresses the dangers for Christians living in modern American culture.)

The Closing of the American Mind, by Allan Bloom (This is a widely cited book by a secular professor about the culture wars and the state of intellectual life on university campuses.)

Amusing Ourselves to Death, by Neil Postman (Postman is a secular humanist, but his analysis in this best-seller is right on.  He analyzes the effects of television.  You will want to blow up your TV after reading this book).

Technopoly, by Neil Postman (Postman is a secular humanist, but he does a great job of showing the dangers of technology and how we should think about new technologies before blindly accepting them.)

Culture Wars, by James Davison Hunter (This is a widely cited book for the way it addresses culture wars from the perspective of sociology.)

The God of Sex:  How Spirituality Defines Your Sexuality, by Peter Jones (How many books are there that talk about sexuality and particularly homosexuality from a worldview perspective?  He ties it all back to pagan rites.)

Idols for Destruction:  The Conflict of Christian Faith and American Culture, by Herbert Scholossberg (Chuck Colson considers this book a classic.  He discusses idols of history, humanity, mammon, nature, power, and religion.)
Islam Worldview
The Sword of the Prophet, by Serge Trifkovic (David Noebel recommends this as the best book available on Islam.  It is written by a former Muslim.)

Moral Relativism
Relativism:  Feet Firmly Planted in Mid-Air, by Francis Beckwith and Gregory Koukl  (This short book is widely cited for its great analysis of moral relativism and truth).

Science & Naturalism Worldview
Faith, Form, and Time, by Kurt Wise (I love this guy’s fiery evangelistic passion; another new hero for me.  Trained under the atheist Stephen Jay Gould, he gives a defense of the Biblical view of a young earth from a scientist’s perspective.)
God and Cosmos, by John Byl (This book was recommended to me for its excellent analysis of the Big Bang theory’s underlying assumptions.)
Reason in the Balance, by Phillip Johnson (It takes a Law Professor to take on the Science Establishment which is mired in naturalism.  Johnson started the Intelligent Design movement and this book is widely cited.  It discussed naturalism in science, law and education.)

The Soul of Science:  Christian Faith and Natural Philosophy, by Nancy Pearcey and Charles Thaxton (This is a good book on how scientists spout philosophy instead of sticking to observable science.  It traces the history of science.  Thaxton is a heavyweight in the Intelligent Design movement.)

Icons of Evolution, by Jonathan Wells (Parents of school age children should read this book so they can spot the frauds that are still in various textbooks.  Evolutionists hate this book.)

Did God Create in 6 Days?, edited by Joseph Pipa (This addresses the important issue of whether God created the world in six literal days.)

Uncommon Dissent:  Intellectuals Who Find Darwinism Unconvincing, by William Dembski (This is a series of essays put together by leaders of the Intelligent Design movement.  Good, but not easy reading.)

The Design Revolution:  Answering the Toughest Questions about Intelligent Design, by William Dembski (As the title suggests, it’s full of short chapters specifically addressing questions about the Intelligent Design movement.  It’s a good intro to Intelligent Design.)
Hedonism
Moral Darwinism:  How We Became Hedonists, by Benjamin Wiker (This traces hedonism back to its roots in Epicurus and shows how he was preaching Darwinism long before Darwin was ever born.  Includes a depressing history of Planned Parenthood and the sexual revolution.)
Post-Modernism Worldview
Modern Fascism:  The Threat to the Judeo-Christian Worldview, by Gene Veith (This author specializes in Post-Modernism and here compares it to fascism).

Postmodern Times:  A Christian Guide to Contemporary Thought and Culture, by Gene Veith (This is an excellent, wide-ranging, yet highly readable book about post-modernity in general, not necessarily Post-Modernism.)

Truth Decay:  Defending Christianity Against the Challenges of PostModernism, by Douglas Groothuis (This is excellent book on Post-Modernism and absolute truth as a concept.)

New Age Worldview
The New Age Movement and the Biblical Worldview, by John Newport (Expansive book that covers the various branches of New Age probably better than anything else here.)
Unmasking the New Age, by Douglas Groothuis (This is a widely cited early book on the New Age movement.)

The Gnostic Empire Strikes Back, by Peter Jones (This is an easy read and a widely cited book by an expert in neo-paganism.)

Capturing the Pagan Mind:  Paul’s Blueprint for Thinking and Living in the New Global Culture, by Peter Jones (This traces similarities between ancient pagan culture and today.)

Nihilism Worldview

Nihilism, by Helmut Thielicke (This seems to be Sire’s primary source for Nihilism).
